Based on the immigration law in Korea, all international freshmen at Korea University MUST obtain
astudent visa(D-2) before the semester begins. If the students possess other types of visa like D-4,
B-1, and B-2, they must apply for a student visa(D-2) as soon as possible.
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C-3 visas CANNOT bechanged to a student visa (D-2) in Korea. Students entering Korea with such
visas must leave Korea,and apply for a student visa (D-2) under the name of Korea University
at the Korean embassy or consulate in their home countries.
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Freshmen who possess a student visa (D-2) issued from another university MUST leave Korea, and
apply for a new student visa (D-2) from the Korean embassy or consulate in their home countries.
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KU GSIS office is obligated to report the changes in student’s status(e.g. leave of absence, graduation, expel,
expulsion, withdrawal, dual-degree, etc.) to the immigration office. After the report, the student’s ARC (D-2)
will be terminated regardless of the remaining length of stay. Also, the student MUST leave Korea within 15
days from the date of change occurrence.
